The NVR+ system is a PC based versatile video management system to manage 
max 64 channels of IP cameras. It has a built-in mobile stream server to forward 
standard video to wireless device.  
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Main Modules: 
Component Description 

NVR+ Record Server The NVR+ Record Server is the core component of the 
NVR+ IP Surveillance system. 
It has several functions:  

• Connection to each IP camera and IP video server 
• Recording of video and audio 
• Receive events and activate pre-defined alerts and 

actions 
• Host and control access from NVR+ clients 
• Logging of activity 

NVR+ Record Server is running at system backend with 
pre-defined recording strategies. 

NVR+ Viewer The NVR+ Viewer provide a graphic interface for system 
operators or administrators to do all the daily operations, 
such as simultaneous live view, time-line playback, PTZ 
control, intelligent search functions and backup of evidence 
material. 
The NVR+ Viewer is directly attached to the NVR+ Record 
server. 

NVR+ Mobile Server The NVR+ Mobile Server is a video stream gateway for 
mobile phone / PDA / WEB Browser access. 
It transforms protected high-bandwidth stream from NVR+ 
Record Server to 

• Standard RTSP stream suitable for PDA live view 
and WEB Browser access; 

• Motion pictures suitable for most of mobile phones 
The NVR+ Mobile Server can be directly attached to the 
NVR+ Record Server, or install separately and establish 
connection to NVR+ Record Server. 

NVR+ Client The NVR+ Client allow system operators or administrators 
to do all the daily operations remotely, such as 
simultaneous live view and playback up to 36 channels, 
PTZ control, intelligent search functions and backup of 
evidence material. 

WEB IE Client (new) This WEB IE client provides a very convenient way for user 
to access NVR+ server through IE browser. It supports 
remote preview / playback /PTZ control operations. 
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Application Modules: 
NVR+ Wizard: a configuration tool to configure channels, add/delete IP device, 
and allocate recording space.  
File Player: a standalone player tool for exported video clips.  
NVR+ Player: the advanced player application to easier access local recorded 
video, support max 36ch simultaneously playback, export video to external 
storage, CD/DVD burn, etc.

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3. Software Installation 

3.1 Installation 
When you get a software installation CD or download from website, you may get 
installation files like this: 

 

To run the software, just double click the installation file named 
“nvrplus_server_vx.x.x.exe”. Seeing the steps as below: 

 

 

Double click to run it. 

[Step 1] Select the language 
you wanted 

[Step 2] Click Next 
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[Step 3] Choose an installation 
folder and click Next 

[Step 4] Create program folder in Windows 
XP/Vista Start Menu and click Next 
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Select the video format you wanted 

[Step 4] Let it be default and click Next 
directly. (This option is used for Hybrid DVR) 

Check this option to enter System Initial 
Setup page.  

It is strongly recommended to check this 
option for system initial configuration.  
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After clicking Run NVR+ Wizard, you will firstly enter the Configure Tool login 
window.  
 

3.2 Software Wizard Configuration 

3.2.1 Channels Configuration 
Enter the configure tool window as below. This is used to add/delete channels, 
and then allocate recording space for these channels (advanced pre-allocation 
technology). 

 
You can also add more IP device/channels here. There are two ways to do it: 

- Search IP device automatically  
- Add IP device/channel manually.  

To search IP device automatically in the same LAN network 
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To add IP channels manually 

 

[Step 1] Click Search to find 
out IP device automatically. 

[Step 2] Choose IP device 
brand, and then input access 
port, address range to search.  The online IP device will then 

automatically be listed here.   

[Step 3] Then click 
search.  

[Step 1] Click Add to add IP 
device manually. 

[Step 2] Choose IP device 
brand, then set a device name 
and enter device IP address. 

[Step 3] Enter the device’s 
port, then enter the username 
and password. 
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You can also click on the channel information row to edit the channel name and 
Enable/Disable it.

DS IP series: For all Hikvision IP camera/Standalone DVR/Video servers; 
Launch IP series: For all Launch IP camera/Standalone DVR; 
Vivotek IP series: For all Vivotek IP camera/Standalone DVR/Video servers; 
VEC IP series: For all VEC series Standalone DVR/IP cameras; 
Axis IP Series: For all Axis IP camera/Encoders; 
NVR+ Series: For NVR+ servers. (The NVR+ server can manage other NVR+ 
servers here)

3.2.2 Disk Groups Configuration 
This Disk group setup window is to define recording disk groups, and then 
allocate channels with appropriate recording space.  

Click any channel, there 
will be a window like this. You can choose the Bitrate 

Type here. 

You can disable or enable the 
camera parameters. 
If you choose Disable, the NVR+ 
won’t change the record mode. 
If you choose Enable, when the 
NVR+ starts, the NVR+ will 
change the IP camera’s record 
mode to CIF25fps as default. 
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System supports multiple Disk Groups; each Group consists of multiple disk 
partitions. And you can assign any channel to be recorded in any disk group.  

 

Here   is the reserved record 
days.  
If you set 0 day and check the Circle Record, the new video will continue to 
record and the oldest record will be deleted. 
If you set 0 day and don’t check the Circle Record, when the storage is full, the 
software won’t record the new video.  
If you set 30 days, but in 30days the storage is full, the software also won’t 
record the new video. 
 

After installation, you will see the desktop shortcut and start menu as below. 

[Step 1] Choose Disk Group 
  

[Step 2] Select recording disks / partitions in this 
disk group. And double click this to arrange. 

[Step 3] Edit to change recording 
capacity.  

[Step 4] Select channels to be 
recorded in this disk group.  

[Step 5] Click Finish to start 
disk space pre-allocation.
